Bauer and Wiles—extraordinary nurses

In 1905 the Black Death, pneumonic plague (as
opposed to bubonic plague), struck for only the third
time in history—and it struck in Maryborough. It was
misdiagnosed and began to spread. After a series of
medical blunders the correct diagnosis was reached, but
already some were dead and others dying.

Two young nurses, Rose Adelaide Wiles (aged 28) and
Cecilia Elizabeth Bauer (aged 22), were called in to the
hospital to care for the victims who had been placed in Cecilia Elizabeth Bauer
isolation.

They went, knowing they faced almost certain death. They
sealed themselves inside the sickroom of their patients to
prevent further spread of this highly infectious disease. A
team of medics was dispatched from Brisbane to tackle this
scourge but the two nurses refused their aid. They remained
locked up with their patients who, one by one, died.

Both nurses contracted the disease and they also died. o
Cecilia Bauer was due to be married in a few weeks. ,. ’ '
By their bravery in confining the infection they prevented

what would certainly have been a devastating plague. Rose Adelaide Wiles
